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MISSIONS REPORT 
 
THANK YOU!!  The Community Holiday Dinner was a 
success due to you.  Each of you helped in some 
way—by coming and eating, telling others, bringing 
food, preparing, serving, cleaning up, visiting and wel-
coming people as they entered. It was a grand suc-

cess. On Saturday night 199 people were served. 142 ate at the 
Church and servers prepared 47 take-out plates. (In addition 29 ate on 
Sunday). The people that attended were regular church members, new 
people to the community, people who’s car had broken down, un-
churched and members of neighboring congregations. Now that is a 
true Community Holiday Dinner! Thank you for giving of yourself and 
money, as the money collected will go to Solid Rock Ministries, Emer-
gency Fund needs. 
  
Kids in Action:  On Sunday November 21,  12 kids prepared cards and 
small pies to deliver to people that needed a visit. 32 small pies were 
cooked with 23 delivered on Sunday afternoon to people in the nursing 
home and close houses. (We quit at 2PM due to time schedule of adult 
volunteers. The Kids in Action would have kept going like the ever-
ready bunny.) The balance was delivered by adults without the assis-
tance of Kids. Thank you to the adult and youth that helped with the 
children. 
  
Samaritan’s Purse:  The collection area in Alleghany County was at 
our Church. The people who brought boxes in were very appreciative of 
the Church building being available for the collection spot. The count 
was larger than they originally estimated, 563 packed in the truck with 
some more still coming in.  This was a joint effort; Dan and Kathy Aber-
nathy are church and Relay Center Co-ordinators.  11 churches and 
several individuals delivered boxes here to be taken around the world. 
Next year a trip will be arranged to work in Boone at the distribution 
area. The dates cannot be set this soon but mark your calendar in 2011 
for sometime the first week in December. More information to follow 
when known. 
  
The excitement around the Sparta United Methodist Church Building 
being used instead of sitting unused is such a warm, good thing.  Visi-
tors from the coast were up from November 11-22 and do not attend a 
Methodist Church but were simply energized by the activity in and 
around the Church Building. “The Church is the people not the building, 
you all have it right, you use your Church Building not just for Sunday 
morning and a few meetings. It’s always buzzing with activity.”

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Firewood Ministry 
 
Our Church has been involved in the Firewood 
Ministry since hurricane Hugo.  We continue to see 
this as a viable need in our community for those 

families that are financially challenged and physically unable to cut 
their own firewood. 
 
We currently supply one truck load of wood, once a month to those 
who call requesting wood.  In severe or extreme cases, we will pro-
vide additional wood.  Our reasoning for setting limits is based on 
helping as many people as we can and also not taking income away 
from people who sell wood for a living. 
 
Here are some ways you can help and get involved: 
 cutting and splitting wood 
 stacking wood in our wood shed 
 delivering wood 
 
We are experiencing problems with people helping themselves to the 
wood that has been cut and split.  This is not good in that it does not 
always go to those with limited finances or health issues. We hope 
those that are helping themselves are truly in need  Our concern is 
that they are taking the wood and selling it. If you can, occasionally 
drive by the wood shed and help us monitor who is loading firewood.   
If you don’t recognize them as a church member, simply ask who 
they are. If you do observe this, call me (cell # 200-0163) or any 
other member of the United Methodist men and we will follow-up.
